(01242 241144) is the perfect restored-Regency cocktail hang-out. The elegant Lumiére on Clarence Parade serves
modern ‘global’ cuisine and always looks lively (01242 222200), but if it's an immaculate, Michelin-starred French feast
you're after, book a table at the incomparable Le Champignon Sauvage on Suffolk Road (01242 573449).
